between data availability and actionable reporting. As ESG 

disclosures become mandatory across global markets,  

models like Gprnt can inspire similar developments  

elsewhere, particularly in Asia and emerging economies.

Datamaran analyzed over 300 sustainability reports  

aligned with the EUôs Corporate Sustainability Reporting 

Directive (CSRD) and found key ESG risks topping  

company priorities. Climate change and supply chain risk 

were the most commonly cited material issues, followed 

by data transparency and biodiversity. The study revealed 

varying approaches across sectors, reflecting the early 

phase of CSRD adoption. Datamaran also found that  

companies struggle with consistent definitions of double 

materiality and stakeholder engagement. The report  

underscores the need for standardized reporting  

frameworks and sector-specific guidance. As CSRD  

reporting becomes mandatory for more firms, these early 

insights can help guide strategy, governance, and investor 

communications. This highlights the strategic importance 

of transparency, regulatory compliance, and scalable ESG 

practices in a rapidly evolving global sustainability  

landscape.
